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Stockton Village Community ï Focus on Youth. 
At the beginning of every  Parish Council (PC) 

meeting, time is given over to an open forum 

allowing parishioners to address the members on 

matters of concern. 

At the meeting on the 16th of May 2011, a 

number of young people from the village came 

forward in the open forum and asked if a bmx 

track could be provided at the playing field. 

After some discussions it was agreed that an 

experimental track could be built off the side of 

the old basketball pitch coming off the current 

slide hill. The track could be made up from the 

clay soil that lay in the corner of the Cemetery, 

built directly on top of the grass surface. An 

excavator would be required together with an 

army of wheelbarrows and shovels to move the 

clay soil. The PC agreed to provide the funds 

necessary to carry out the project. Twelve days later, Allhire Midlands limited (a 

local company that supports the village 

magazine ñStocktonôs Newsò) very 

generously provided, free of charge, a micro 

excavator for the day. A working party made 

up of a dozen young people, one parent, Jak 

Rumsey (excavator driver) and myself 

worked all day Saturday moving the heavy 

clay soil round to the playing field. Nine 

wheelbarrows and a shovel for every pair of 

hands was used to do the job. Jak loaded each wheelbarrow in turn whereupon, 

young and old alike, walked their barrow down to the entrance of the cemetery 

and tipped the soil into two waiting trailers. Once full, the trailers were then 

driven around to the playing field and here the soil then had to be shovelled out 

of the trailer by hand to form the outline of 

the track. 

Welcome refreshments in the form of 

sandwiches, crisps, chocolate, biscuits, tea, 

coffee, pop, squash (you name it, we had it 

and plenty for all) were provided 

throughout the day courtesy of Wendy and 

Helen to keep us all going.

The weather was kind 

to us with only one short sharp 

shower throughout the day and 

we managed to build nearly all 

the outline of the track. I imagine 

EVERYONE slept soundly that night!!!

The story doesnôt end 

here though. The remaining soil still had to be shifted 

and Barry Tuckey answered the call with his 25tonne 

excavator and 3tonne dumper. 

Between his two men (excavator driver John Calcutt 

and dumper driver Andrew Wain) they loaded up and 

transported the remaining clay soil round to the playing field in a matter of four 

hours on Thursday the 9th of June! Barry, very many thanks for your support ï it 

is much appreciated. 

The outline of the track complete with banked 

corners is now in place. Soil heaps have been 

dumped on the track so that jumps such as a ñtable 

topò and ñridge backò can be formed and trimmed 

into shape by the youths ï that includes both girls 

and boys. The PC wants to encourage this generation 

to take ownership of the track and craft it in a way 

that they want.  

This is NOT the end of our involvement, this is just 

the beginning. The Parish Council is there to support 

the youth of this village and we want them to come 

back and tell us how we may be able to develop the 

playing field for their benefit. We have got some 

ideas what we think the youth of the village might 

want but we need their input.
